March 22 the very earliestdatef or Easter wi | | happen in 2
calculated. The date of Easter Day was defined by the Council of Nicaea in AD325 as the

Sunday after the first full moon which falls on or after the Spring Equinox. The Equinox is
assumed to always fall on March 21st, so the calculation reduces to determining the date of

the full moon and the date of the following Sunday. In 2008 the first full moon falls on the
Spring Equinox March 215t therefore March 2374, the first Sunday following is Easter. Lent
begins 40 days earlier (not counting Sundays) with Ash Wednesday which is February 6.

So if you feel like Lent and Easter have comereallyearly—y ou’ r e r i ght . Ne>
have a little more time to recover from Christmas and Epiphany. In 2009 the first full

moon following the Spring Equinox is April 9%, making Easter April 12,

The Appointment Process

I thought some may be interested in our Appointment Process in the South Georgia Conference. In January the
Bishop mails to each pastor and Pastor Parrish Relations Committee a “move/stay form.” On the pastor’s form
he/she selects one of three choices:

1. I'would like to stay;
2. l'would like to stay but I am open to a move
3. lwould like to be moved.

The PPR’s form is very similar:

1. We would like keep our present pastor;
2. We would like to keep our present pastor but we are open to a change;
3. We would like a change in our present pastoral leadership.

These forms are signed by both the pastor and the PPR Members and are returned to District Office by February
4. The Cabinet will meet March 27 to April 3 to discuss the appointments. They will contact those churches and
pastors that have been affected on April 4. There is then a review session on April 15-16 to discuss any
situations that may have come up. The appointments are then consider finished and will be final when the
Bishop sets the appointments on June 11 in Columbus, GA at Annual Conference.

During any part of this process the pastor and/or PPR Committee can meet with the District Superintendent or
our Bishop.

Reba and I have asked to stay and return for our fifth year. The PPR Committee has also asked that we be
returned to Tennille. Reba and | want to thank you for the vote of confidence and are continually overwhelmed
by the encouragement you have shown us both. If we are indeed blessed with the opportunity to return it will be
with great joy, enthusiasm and expectation.

The Tennille Testimony

Pastor Peteds Ponder

Well, it’s here—Lent. Aren’t you excited? Lent is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, which begins
on Ash Wednesday, February 6, and ends on Holy Saturday, March 22. Lent comes from the Anglo-Saxon word
lencten, which means “spring.” Historically, Lent began as a period of fasting and preparation for baptism by
converts and then became a time for penance by all Christians. Because all Sundays are always little Easters, the
penitential spirit of Lent should be tempered with joyful expectation of the Resurrection. (United Methodist
Book of Worship)
Since the seasons of Lent and Easter celebrate the most definitive aspects of God’s redemptive acts, we must
carefully plan our worship and personal disciplines with prayerful study of the Scriptures. Lent is a time for
evangelism and for true conversion—a time for growing through repentance, fellowship, prayer, fasting, and
concentration upon our baptismal covenant. We are to be signs of God’s Kingdom in this world. The themes of
repentance and preparation for sharing in the death and resurrection of Christ are basic to those preparing for
baptism and confirmation and to the whole body of Christians who will renew their baptismal faith during the
Easter season. Lent is thus not giving up something but rather taking upon ourselves the intention and the
receptivity to God’s grace so that we may worthily participate in the mystery of God-with-us. (The New
Handbook of the Christian Year)
How can we be effective sign’s of God’s Kingdom in Washington County? One way is to be more intentional in
sharing our faith. If you have been a Christian for over two years, chances are, most of your friends are church
members. We need to be deliberate in finding ways to have contact with the unchurched in our community.
Lent is a great time to be intentional about that.
Here’s one way we can be intentional: the “By All Means” small group study and is based on 1 Corinthians 9:
19-23:
' For though | am free with respect to all, I have made myself a slave to all, so that | might win more of
them. “°To the Jews | became as a Jew, in order to win Jews. To those under the law | became as one
under the law (though | myself am not under the law) so that | might win those under the law. “*To those
outside the law I became as one outside the law (though I am not free from God’s law but am under
Christ’s law) so that | might win those outside the law. ““To the weak | became weak, so that | might
win the weak. | have become all things to all people, so that | might by any means save some. “’I do it
all for the sake of the gospel, so that | may share in its blessings.
In this study we are challenged to follow the example of the Apostle Paul in using every legitimate means
available to reach people with the gospel message. This study will be offered on the six Wednesdays during
Lent from 1:30 — 2:30 pm in the W.B. Smith Building.
