Past or Petebs Ponderings
What is there to write about in August? The following is taken from “My Ponderings, August 2006.” [ was pondering then
as | am now as to what to ponder in August. | found many historical events in August.

For example, many famous people died in August: Marilyn Monroe, Babe Ruth, Elvis Presley, Charles
Lindbergh, Princes Diana, and Queen Cleopatra to mention a few. Some famous people were born in August: Alfred
Hitchcock and Fidel Castro. Many historic events: Columbus sails the ocean blue, 19™ Amendment is ratified, Hawaii
joins the union, Panama Canal is opened, the International Red Cross is founded, Jack the Ripper claims his first victim,
the submarine USS Nautilus sails under the north pole (possibly my favorite), Martin Luther King’s “I Have a Dream”
speech is given, the Council of Nicaea is concluded, and let us not forget hurricane Katrina came ashore in August. There
were also many wartime events | could have listed, but chose only to mention the following:

In 1782 at his headquarters in Newburgh, New York, General George Washington, the commander in chief of the
Continental Army, creates the "Badge for Military Merit," a decoration consisting of a purple, heart-shaped piece of silk,
edged with a narrow binding of silver, with the word Merit stitched across the face in silver. The badge was to be
presented to soldiers for "any singularly meritorious action™ and permitted its wearer to pass guards and sentinels without
challenge. The honoree's name and regiment were also to be inscribed in a "Book of Merit."

Washington's "Purple Heart" was awarded to only three known soldiers during the Revolutionary War: Elijah
Churchill, William Brown, and Daniel Bissell, Jr. The "Book of Merit" was lost, and the decoration was largely forgotten
until 1927, when General Charles P. Summerall, the U.S. Army chief of staff, sent an unsuccessful draft bill to Congress
to "revive the Badge of Military Merit." In 1931, Summerall's successor, General Douglas MacArthur, took up the cause,
hoping to reinstate the medal in time for the bicentennial of George Washington's birth. On February 22, 1932,
Washington's 200th birthday, the U.S. War Department announced the creation of the "Order of the Purple Heart."

In addition to aspects of Washington's original design, the new Purple Heart also displays a bust of Washington
and his coat of arms. The Order of the Purple Heart, the oldest American military decoration for military merit, is awarded
to members of the U.S. armed forces who have been killed or wounded in action against an enemy. It is also awarded to
soldiers who have suffered maltreatment as prisoners of war.

The original recipients of the Badge of Merit had free access into places that were guarded. Because of one single
meritorious action they had access to places where others were not allowed, and if they were allowed they had to show
proof of eligibility and the need to be there. These recipient’s names were placed in the Book of Merit as a record of this
place of honor.

This is not unlike the Badge of Merit one receives when he or she becomes a Christian. Although this Badge of
Merit is not based on one’s own meritorious action but is based on the merit of Christ. When one trusts on the single
meritorious act of Jesus Christ, which is His finished work of salvation on the cross; his or her name is written in the
“Lamb’s Book of Life.” The name is not recorded in a Book of Merit for something we have done, but in the Book of Life
based on grace and mercy obtained through faith in Christ’s merit. And once our name is in the Book of Life, we have
access to the throne of God, access without challenge. Isn’t that good news? As the believer approaches our Great
Commander and Chief, our Heavenly Father, no one says, “Halt! Who goes there?”” We are not challenged because we are
now marked with the promised seal of Holy Spirit, and with the Badge of Christ’s Merit, we enter without challenge.

The heart is a good emblem for this badge, as all this happens in the heart of the believer. Remember the words of
the great hymn: Glory to His Name: “Down at the cross where my Savior died, Down where for cleansing from sin I
cried, There to my heart was the blood applied.” Glory to His name! Glory to His name, Glory to His name! There to my
heart was the blood applied; Glory to His name.”

There’s more good news, unlike the Book of Merit which was lost, we can be assured that our Heavenly Father
will not loose the Book of Life in which our names are recorded. Therefore if you find yourself pondering as to what to
ponder in August, let me challenge you to read Romans 5:1-11 and ponder on the access we have to God the Creator
through the one single meritorious act of Jesus Christ.

Combine flour and sugar. Spread about half over bottom crust. Add apples and put remaining mix over apples.
Add butter in small bits over apples. Cover with top crusts. Bake at 4500 for 45 minutes.
