The grace of the Lord Jesus be with you. (1Cor. 16:23)
Grace. It’s a term, I believe we don’t fully understand and therefore don’t experience either.

Do you have a malnourished view of grace? It’s not too hard to tell. Do you live in fear and discouragement that
you aren’t measuring up to God’s standards? Do you wonder if God’s forgiveness covers your worst sins? If so,
you’re failing to benefit from the unmerited acceptance God offers us through the grace of the cross. Or maybe
you think the Gospel of grace is great news for non-Christians but rarely think about it as a believer.

God’s grace truly is amazing. For the most part we Christians know about the awe-inspiring reality that God has
fully and freely forgiven our many sins through the sacrifice of the Son of God at Calvary. But grace includes
even more! His grace extends far beyond that event, in both directions. It was God’s grace that chose us in
Christ to be His precious possession before we were even born. (Eph. 1:4; 2 Tim. 1:9) God’s grace gives us
strength to turn from sin and walk in righteousness. (Titus 2:11-14) It is God’s grace that will enable us to
faithfully persevere until our last breath. (1 Cor. 1:4-9) And if that weren’t enough, God tells us in Ephesians
that in the coming ages He will “show the immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness toward us in Christ
Jesus.” (Eph. 2:7) Endless grace!
