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2008 Church Council Meeting Minutes 

The first 2008 Tennille United Methodist Church Council meeting was held February 3, 2008 at noon in the W. 

B. Smith Building after the Souper Bowl Lunch provided by the John Wesley Sunday School class.   

 

Selwyn welcomed the group and Rev. Pete Barlow began the meeting with scripture and related that to our new 

2008 slogan – Anticipate – Participate – Celebrate – in 2008 charging each of us with responsibility and desire 

to do each of the above.  He also mentioned that we now have the opportunity to be live on the radio each week.  

Pete also reported that a Doris Patrick had agreed to fill the empty PPR committee member spot and that 

Edward Irons had agreed to serve as Lay Delegate and that we were still looking for a Nurture committee chair.   

 

Jean Bevill reviewed the January 31, 2008 Treasurer‘s Report explaining that there were two bills that had not 

come in until after the 31
st
 so there will be two Health Flex and Pension bills paid in the February report.  She 

did report that we look like we are getting off to a good start. 

 

Mary Moye made the Trustee‘s Report for Billy McMaster.  He reported that the furnace in the main building 

has been repaired and we now have heat in the nursery and the choir rooms.  The windows of the entire church 

are being painted and repaired, the front door and the columns on the front of the sanctuary are being repaired 

and painted, the old kitchen in the main building walls and ceiling are being repaired and painted.   He 

introduced several items that are on our ―Wish List‖ – items that have been mentioned but not budgeted for as 

being needed.    He asked that any items that should be added to that list be directed to him or one of the 

trustees.   Mary explained that the list originated after several people had asked if they could give a memorial 

and wondered if there were some items that the church needed. 

 

Selwyn further elaborated on the Wish List that we will highlight one of the Wish List items each month giving 

a description of what the item is, what it would be used for, pictures if available and cost.   She reiterated that 

these are unbudgeted items and funding for these will have to come from special donations or memorials. 

 

Lucy Nell Smith reported that the church owed Derek Spry gratitude for putting in a system to get our finances 

on track and that she will follow that same plan.  She reminded us all of how much Jean Bevill does and what a 

wonderful job she does. 

 

Leona Rogers reported for Patsy Blount on the United Methodist Women.   She reported that on January 19 

several from our church had attended the District training at the Sandersville Methodist Church presented by 

Jimmy Cason on Israel/Palestine.    She also reported that four women attended the District Officer Training at 

Pine Forest UMC on January 26, 2008.  She said that as a District Officer she appreciates the support she is 

getting from the local chapter of UMW at District events. 

 

Leona Rogers as PPR committee chair reported that the PPR committee and our pastor had both requested that 

Pastor Barlow remain at Tennille UMC for another year.  She explained that the D.S. said that if the preacher 

asked to remain and the members ask for him to remain then a move won‘t be looked for, but that nothing is 

concrete until Annual Conference.   

 

Thomas Smith, Witness Committee chair reported that the committee had sponsored the Muslim movement in 

America movie in ………….… and that Nick Nicholson has suggested that we use Sunday School Sunday‘s to 

perhaps have members present their own testimonies or even have speakers come in and present testimonies.  

Thomas asked Reba to report on the WJFL program – Sunday Morning Live. 
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Reba Barlow explained that the Sunday Morning Live program is sponsored by the Acts 13 Initiative of which 

Keith Lindsey is involved.  It is a 1.5 hour program from 8:00am – 9:30am on Sunday mornings where guest 

pastors from the community are invited to come and answer questions posed by youth in the county.  They are 

promoting the different churches in the county and she often has the opportunity to tell people about things 

going on at our church.  She says that radio station has the opportunity to reach 250,000 in its listening area. 

 

Randy Thomas, Outreach Committee Chair, reported on the Bread of Life program and that that group is 

serving 20 families and when they have additional resources they include members of our church that are shut-

in or sick.  She reported that milk is now costing them over $90 per month which is up from about $70 a year 

ago.  She said that the Episcopal Church in Sandersville are still sending over 1-2 people to help.  She stated 

that Sandersville UMC and Tennille Baptist were considering adopting the project and we should be proud that 

we are forerunners of this program having been doing it for 2 years. 

 

The Worship Committee chaired by Margaret Northington report was given by Mary Moye.  She reported that 

we had hired Marjorie Wright to play on the 2
nd

, 3
rd

, and 4
th

 Sunday‘s of each month and that Dwight had 

agreed to play on the first Sunday without remuneration.  She also reported on one item of the Wish List 

suggested by the Worship Committee.  Mary explained the Christmas Decorations item.  The Worship 

Committee is recommending that we look at purchasing floral quality artificial wreaths and the Chrismon tree 

instead of continuing to use the live ones due to the fact that the life tree prices continue to escalate and the live 

ones were nearly impossible to keep alive this year.  She said that they were getting pricing on them and will 

share that with the Trustees.  She said several people had already asked if they could purchase one or more of 

the items.  She asked if anyone had any objections to this and no one did. 

 

Ron Deem, Sunday School Superintendant, reported that we have a wonderful Sunday school due to the great 

teachers we have, Mary Moye, Leona Rogers, Selwyn May, Suzanne and Dwight Irons and that anyone who is 

not attending is missing one of the best things our church offers. 

 

Leona Rogers praised Reba Barlow on the job she did with the February newsletter.  Leona stated that with her 

busy couple of months coming up she had asked Pete to take over the responsibility of it and Reba had come 

through and done a wonderful job with this month‘s newsletter.  She also asked everyone to provide news to 

Reba for the newsletter and asked if anyone else wanted to work on the newsletter each month. 

 

Selwyn May distributed the results from the Core Values exercise and explained that the next phase would be 

the Biblical Benchmarks exercise where we will get down on paper sentences of how each of us think our 

church would look and behave if we fully embraced God‘s will for us.  We will have that workshop on 

February 24 at 5:00 pm and that more information about that will be reported in the bulletin.  She stated that 

then we will begin working on our Vision Statement. 

 

Selwyn then asked if there were any other reports to be made, any questions or comments from anyone.  She 

quoted Randy Thomas as saying, ―You can‘t have too much communication.‖ She also reported that the Church 

Council meetings should help prevent people from feeling disconnected from the church.  She asked that 

everyone read the minutes in the handout and if there are any corrections to be made please let her know.  She 

also reported that she will get the minutes for this meeting in the March 1 Newsletter so that those who were not 

in attendance could get the same information.

WHAT DIFFERENCE DOES EASTER MAKE? 

Based, in part, on a message by Rick Warren 

 

Easter, the Resurrection: What does it mean and why does it matter? 

What does it mean? 

1. JESUS IS WHO HE CLAIMED TO BE (John 11:25). 

2. JESUS SHOWS HE HAD THE POWER HE CLAIMED TO HAVE (John 10:18). 

3. JESUS DOES WHAT HE PROMISES TO DO (Matthew 28:6). 

Why does the resurrection matter? What difference does it make? So what if Jesus is who He said He was? 

1. MY PAST CAN BE FORGIVEN and that's good news. Have you ever been half way through a project 

and wish you could start over? Like painting the house or whatever? A lot of times I think people get 

half way through life and just wish they could start over. We all have things we wish we hadn't done and 

said things we wish we hadn't said, thought things we wish we hadn't thought. We all have regrets and 

guilt. There are a lot of people that can't get on with the present and the future because they're stuck in 

the past. Colossians 3:14 is the good news. "He has forgiven all our sins and canceled every record of 

the debt we owed. Christ has done away with it by nailing it to the cross." This is God's pardon program. 

He says He nailed it all to the cross. Jesus paid for my guilt. He wants to forgive your past. 

2. MY PRESENT PROBLEMS CAN BE MANAGED - Much of life is unmanageable. Especially if you're 

a parent! Charlie Shedd, an author. tells this story on himself, "Before we had kids I used to travel across 

the country teaching a lecture I called `The Ten Commandments for Raising Perfect Kids' before I had 

kids." After he and Martha had their first child, he changed it to "Ten Hints for Parents". After their 

second child, he relabeled the lecture, "A Few Tentative Suggestions for Fellow Strugglers." He said 

after the arrival of the third child he gave up speaking on the topic altogether. Maturity is when you 

figure out that you can't have it all figured out. Maturity is when you realize that you can't manage all 

that life is going to send you. But God can. And that's good news. I can't control everything in my life, 

but God can. So I want to hook up with Him and let Him control it and ask Him for help. A big 

complaint for people today is "My life is out of control." "I feel powerless…to change the situation...to 

break a bad habit...to save a relationship...to get out of debt... to manage my time and my schedule." 

What you need is a power greater than yourself. You were never meant to live this life just on your own 

power. Ephesians 1:20 "How incredibly great is His power to help those who believe Him, the same 

mighty power that raised Christ from the dead." The same power than enabled Jesus to rise from death 

will help you rise above your problems. The same power that God used at resurrection time two 

thousand years ago can be used in your life right now. You don't know what the future holds. I don't 

either. I don't know what's going to happen next year, next month, next week. But it doesn't matter. 

Because even though it's out of my control, it's not out of God's. He will give me the power to face it. 

Philippians 4:13 "I'm ready for anything through the strength of Christ who lives in me." No problem is 

too big for God. No situation is hopeless if you'll turn it over to Him. Why does the resurrection matter? 

Because my past can be forgiven, my present can be managed, and... 

3. MY FUTURE CAN BE SECURE. I'm going to die someday and so are you. They asked some children 

to write sentences about what they believed about death. Gilda, age 8, said, "When you die they put you 

in a box and bury you in the ground because you don't look too good." Stephanie, aged 9, said, "Doctors 

help you so you won't die until you pay their bill." Marsha, aged 9, said, "When you die, you don't have 

to do homework in heaven unless your teacher is there, too." The fact is everybody has a deep internal 
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longing to know, "What's going to happen after I die?" There are two ways the Bible says you can get to 

heaven. Plan A is to earn it. That's the performance plan. To earn it you only have to never sin and 

always do what's right for your entire lifetime. Always make the right decision, always say the right 

thing, never the wrong thing, be perfect. Since none of us qualify for Plan A, God came up with Plan B. 

Plan B is you trust Jesus Christ, you establish a relationship with Him. He was the only perfect person 

who ever lived because He was God. By trusting and establishing a relationship with Him you get in on 

His goodness. John 17:3 "This is the way to have eternal life. By knowing the only true God and Jesus 

Christ the one He sent to earth." The Bible says that Jesus has already paid for your way to heaven. 

People try different ways to get to heaven. Some people try Salvation by Sincerity. "It doesn't matter 

what you believe as long as you're sincere." There are some people who think you get to heaven by 

Service. I do all these good things and work my way there. Some people try Salvation by Subtraction. 

You give up a bunch of things and then you get to heaven. Then there are people who think they'll get to 

heaven by Ritual. I'll get baptized. Or Salvation by Heritage. Your mother was a Christian. Your 

grandmother was a Christian. It doesn‘t matter; you have to make a personal decision yourself. And then 

there is Salvation by Comparison. "I'm better than ... so and so." God doesn't grade on a curve. It's 

either 100% or Plan B -- trust Christ. 1 Peter 1:3 "We have been born again into a life full of hope 

through Christ rising from the dead." Hope means you don't have anything to fear. You don't fear death 

any more. How can you not be afraid to die? By making peace with God. That's the difference that 

Easter can make. How? Here‘s a simple prayer to God, "God, I'm scrapping Plan A. I know that I'll 

never earn my way to Heaven. I know I'll never be good enough. I've already blown it enough times to 

know I'm not going to make the 100% thing. So I'm asking You to work Plan B in my life. Jesus Christ, 

I want to trust You, follow You, get to know You and have a relationship." That's how Easter makes a 

difference in your life. Has Easter made a difference in your life?
