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Billy McMaster, Trustee Chair, reported that the window and wood work at the parsonage and the church had
been completed. He reported that the trimming of trees at the parsonage and at the church was about to

take place. He also reported on the requests he had received to obtain pricing on a handicap ramp for the

front of the church and the paving of the parking lot. The handicap ramp will cost $11,000 + $1,000 for rails.

incidentals, the total estimated need is $30,000. He wanted some recommendation from the church council

that they wanted him to proceed with the projects. Positive comments were received from several in the

meeting and it was suggested that the trustees proceed with the project by many present at the meeting.

There were no negative comments.

Lucy Nell Smith reported that she had been asked by the trustees if there was money available for the
handicap ramp project and the paving of the parking lot. She said that the finance committee had met and
had agreed that there was $7000 available from the general operating fund, $20,000 available from the Ouzts
fund, and $2500 available from the foundation. She said that if the $30,000 was the correct total we would be
about $500 short and she felt sure special donations would be made to cover that.
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Patsy Blount reported on the special recognition at the Dublin District UMW Day Apart meeting. All DD UMW
who have passed away during the past year are remembered in a memorial service. Mrs. Kathleen Gilbert was
remembered with the reading of a tribute, the lighting of a candle, and a butterfly that she hoped to present
that to Mr. Harry Gilbert.

Leona Rogers reported from the PPR committee that she had worked up a Job Description for the maid and
that she had recommended a pay increase from $30 / week to $40 / week with no requirement for SS since
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she will be contractor. Leona also reported that she received letter from our district superintendent that Rev.
Barlow should be returning for another year barring any unforeseen circumstances.

Randy Thomas reported from the Outreach Ministry on the Bread of Life program that we were now serving
65-75 meals a month and that the milk was now over $100/month. She hoped that more people would
volunteer to participate with meal preparation, assembly, delivery and donations.

Rev. Barlow reported that Nick Nicholson had decided to serve as Nurture chair so that all three empty slots
that we had at the beginning of the year were now filled.

Margaret Northington reported that Camp Meeting services were planned for August.

Reba Barlow and Rev. Barlow reported from the Media group that the newsletters were still going out, asked
for anyone who had news items to please submit, issued a great word of thanks to Leona Rogers for handling
this for 3 years by herself with no cost to the church. We are now submitting it to the printers for printing.
We are emailing over 100 each month and printing and delivering or mailing 75.

Selwyn May asked that everyone complete one of the Biblical Benchmark sheets that were handed out and to
bring back next week and put in the box in the narthex.

Rev. Barlow closed the meeting with the scripture from Ezekiel.

Pastor Peteds Ponderings

I would like to share with you the origin of the “Annual Barlow Backyard Bayou Boil.” I joined the navy in 1971, and
since then I have been doing “Boils” all over the United States. From San Diego to Maine; Washington State to Georgia,
even in Hawaii. So doing “Boils” has always been part of my recreational life. It has always given me much joy to watch
folk who are not familiar with this way of cooking. That’s not the case for most people here in Georgia, but for folk in
other parts of the country it is typically a new experience. From 197 1until 1995 the “Boils” were done with no schedule in
mind. I often would say, “Umm, I haven’t done a boil in awhile, it’s time to have one.” In February of 1996 my dad died.
The following May, my sisters and I thought we would all come home and clean up around my mother’s property for
Mother’s Day. And of course I thought why not bring back some crawdads for a boil in Georgia. While working around
my mom’s place I figured this was a great way to honor my mother and I would come every year around Mother’s Day to
do things for her. This seemed like what the first (only) born male should do. I see it as a way to honor both my mother
and father. For the first eleven years [ would go home the week following Mother’s Day and have the Boil the following
Saturday. Last year | moved it to coincide with Family Day. This was done mostly because | would not have to get ready
to preach the Sunday after the boil. That worked so well that I’ve moved it to the Saturday before Family Day for as long
as we are in Tennille. Which by the way we found out this week will be at least one more year. It’s not a great-great story,
but that is the origin of the “Annual Barlow Backyard Bayou Boil.” It is a very simple and enjoyable way for me to honor
mom and dad. | thank the many, many people that have helped over the years with this annual event.
