The Spirit of Advent

November 30 is the beginning of the Advent season leading up to Christmas. Advent derives
from the Latin adventus, which means “coming.” The season proclaims the comings of Christ—
whose birth we prepare to celebrate once again, who comes continually in Word and Spirit, and
whose return in final victory we anticipate. Each year Advent calls the Christian community of faith
to prepare for these comings.

Therefore Advent is marked by a spirit of expectation, of anticipation, of preparation, of
longing. There is a yearning for deliverance from the evils of the world, first expressed by Israelite
slaves in Egypt as they cried out from their bitter oppression. It is the cry of those who have
experienced the tyranny of injustice in a world under the curse of sin, and yet who have hope of
deliverance by a God who has heard the cries of oppressed slaves and brought deliverance!

It is that hope, however faint at times, and that God, however distant He sometimes seems,
which brings to the world the anticipation of a King who will rule with truth and justice and
righteousness over His people and in His creation. It is that hope that once anticipated, and now
anticipates anew, the reign of an Anointed One, a Messiah, who will bring peace and justice and
righteousness to the world.

As you and | prepare for the Christmas holidays let us also remember to include Christ in our
preparations. Let us remember not only to celebrate His birth but also that He ultimately reigns as
Lord of Lords and King of Kings. Let me challenge us all to include Christ in our preparations.

How can you include Christ in your Christmas Preparations?

"In the name of God, Amen. We whose names are underwritten, the loyal subjects of our dread sovereign Lord, King
James, by the grace of God, of Great Britain, France, and Ireland king, defender of the faith, etc., Having undertaken,
for the glory of God, and advancement of the Christian faith, and honor of our king and country, a voyage to plant the
first colony in the Northern parts of Virginia, do by these present solemnly and mutually in the presence of God, and
one another, covenant and combine ourselves together into a civil body politic, for better ordering and preservation
and furtherance of the ends foresaid, and by virtue hereof to enact, constitute, and frame such just and equal laws,
ordinances, acts, constitutions and offices, from time to time, as shall be thought most meet and convenient for the
general good of the Colony, unto which we promise all due submission and obedience. In witness whereof we have
hereunder subscribed our names at Cape Cod the 11th of November, in the year of the reign of our sovereign Lord,

King James, of England, France, and Ireland."”
