Numberg
can identify a trend when we look at the “statistics” over a period of time. We can notice some trends by looking at our
budget for the years 2005 — 2009. Certainly one that stands out is the total budget has increased from $90,657 in 2005 to
$113,900 in 2009. What does that tell us? Initially it looks like our needs have increased and therefore we had to increase
our budget. That just makes sense. It also shows something else. As we breakdown (I love using sport’s analogies) the
budget we’ll see it is actually an indication of 2 Corinthians 9:8, And God can give you more blessings than you need.
Then you will always have plenty of everything -- enough to give to every good work. (New Century Version)

As we look at our budget percentages from 2005 to 2009, we’ll see that the areas of outreach and witness have
increased. That means we are, percentage wise spending less on ourselves and more on outreach and witness. Isn’t that
good news? You might remember one of the indictors that a congregation is moving from maintenance minded to mission,
minded is “we’ve realized it’s not about Us?”” An increase in our budget for outreach and witness is an indication that we
are moving from being a maintenance minded congregation to a mission minded congregation.

Let me go back and put our verse in its context. Paul is encouraging the Corinthians to be generous in their giving for
the Saints in Jerusalem. Let’s begin at verse 6: “Remember this: The person who plants a little will have a small harvest,
but the person who plants a lot will have a big harvest. 7. Each one should give as you have decided in your heart to give.
You should not be sad when you give, and you should not give because you feel forced to give. God loves the person who
gives happily. 8. And God can give you more blessings than you need. Then you will always have plenty of everything --
enough to give to every good work.” (New Century Version) Paul is saying that those who give much, much will be given
and you will have plenty to do good work. You’ll be able to do much more than just take care of the building; you’ll be
able to do more in the areas of outreach and witness. | like how The New Living Translation puts verse 8: “And God will
generously provide all you need. Then you will always have everything you need and plenty left over to share with
others.”

That 6s exact |y @ubfathful memberahave incecased their gjiving and therefore we have the ability to
do more beyond our own walls. In 2005 83.04% of our budget went towards items 11, I1l and VV (maintenance), leaving
16.96% for items | and 1V (mission) which are ministries that reach beyond our local congregation. In 2009 maintenance
is 75.67 % and mission is 24.33% of our budget. Praise God! Thank for your faithful giving.

Wednesday, September 3 at 7:30 pm twenty-two of the TUMC family had the opportunity of being introduced to the
South Georgia Conference’s Connectional Ministries process of healthy church development, a process called
“Natural Church Development.” We were honored to have the South Georgia Conference Director of Connectional
Ministries, Rev. Lowery M. Brantley to present the introduction to this process. The Natural Church Development
process originated in Germany and was adopted in 2007 by the South Georgia Conference as a way to build healthy
churches which will result in church growth in all areas. Natural Church Development has been adopted by 35 South
Georgia United Methodist Churches and 3 in the Dublin District. The process is designed to help build healthy
churches by looking at the quality of church life as the key to church development.

If you were not able to attend this presentation, Pastor Pete will be sharing with you the booklet that Rev. Brantley
handed out. Rev. Brantley suggested that we read the very short booklet several times to become familiar with the
process key points. We will be discussing this more in the next few months but in the meantime be sure to ask Pastor
Pete for your booklet.
