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Dear Tennille UMC Members,

I'm sorry it has taken me so
long to respond. | hit the
ground running when we got
home, actually had to work the
very next day and the following
day...so is the life of nursing.
Of course, as you knowhe
devastating earthquake hit only
like two weeks after we were
home. It was very
overwhelming to think of the
places that we drove by
demolished and the people
lying dead in piles. The country
was already living in terrible
conditions. However, one thg
we have been praying is that
God would use this to bring
more people into His kingdom.
Voodoo has such a stronghold
in that country, and we are
praying against it.

When we arrived in Port au
Prince, we boarded a bus at the
airport and drove 8 1/2 haws
(only 90 miles) to the mountain
where we were staying. The
bus stopped at the foot of the
mountain where people from
the village and mules met us
for the hour hike up the
mountain in the middle of the
night. We stayed in a school
that the church had ecently
built. It was a concrete building
with dirt floors and no running
water (although we did have
toilets). 7)

The next day, we attended
a church service. Haitian
Christians have such a
passionate love for the Lord, it
is convicting. They worship
with all their hearts. After the
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service, we fed the village lunch
and set up for the medical
clinic.c. We fed over 2100
lunches in the course of three
days. We set up the clinic in
two rooms at the back of the
school. Someone would escort
each person irior the nurses to
see and then one of our team
members would pray with
them after a nurse saw them.
We took a lot of blood
pressures and gave out a lot of
vitamins and Tylenol. Although
we didn't feel like we did a
whole lot, we did make these
people fed¢ loved just by
touching them and caring for
their needs as best we could.
The second day, | had a little
girl come in with a fever of 102.
We were able to give her liquid
Tylenol, and | gave her water
with the little syringe you gave
me. She looked mucbetter
when she left. It was really
overwhelming at times. There
were so many people and such
great need. We did the clinic
for two days and even ran the
generator with one light bulb
the last night so we could see
more patients. We wondered
while wewere there why all of
us nurses felt so compelled to
bring so many wound supplies
because we didn't use any of it.
Now we know why. God knew
what He was doing. We have
received reports that it has all

been very useful after the
earthquake.

We saw an dsnated 850
patients in two days. In

addition to the clinic, we also
did VBS with the children. One
of the guys on our team also
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built desks for the school. One
of our greatest joys was
worshiping with this group of
people so completely sold out
to loving God. We've heard

reports of such continued
praise  even after  the
earthquake.  Thank you so

much for your support and
interest in our trip. Please
continue to keep Haiti in your
prayers.

We stayed our last night at
the Baptist Haiti Mission
outside of BPrt au Prince. This
mission does an incredible
amount to minister to the
needs of Haiti and share the
love of Jesus. They also have a
hospital on site that has done a
lot to meet needs since the
earthquake. They also have a
sponsorship program to help
meet the needs of children in
Haiti. If anyone is interested,
their site is www.bhm.org.
Thanks for the prayers and the

clothes, money, school and
medical supplies donated by
Tennille United Methodist
Church.

Important for Everyone

The Department of Human
Services Division of Aging
Services is urging older aits
to be vigilant over the next few
months to avoid criminals who
are masquerading as legitimate
Census Bureau workers. Cyber
criminals and scam artists are
looking for any available
opportunity to steal money and
personal information. With the
2010 U.S. Census process
beginning, these criminals are
taking advantage of the census
taking event to separate older
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adults from personal
information that thieves can
use to empty bank accounts.

To avoid the scams, here is
what older adults need to
know. Cesus forms will be
mailed to households with a
return-by date of April 1, 2010.
From April through July, census
workers will knock on the door
of every household that did not
return its census forms.

If an individual comes to
the door, look for someom
who has a badge (with a
Department of Commerce
watermark and  expiration
date), a letter from the Census
Bureau Director on official
letterhead, and a handheld
device or computer. If you have
any questions regarding the
LISNB2Y Q& ARSYy
Region& Census Center at-1
8009238282 to confirm that
the visitor is an employee.

The Census Bureau might
ask for basic financial
information such as a salary
range. It will not, however, ask
for Social Security, bank
account or credit card
numbers. Emjoyees of the U.S.
Census Department can never
ask for money or donations,
enter your home, or tell you
that you owe money to the
government, even if you do.

There have already been
reports of scam artists posing
as Census Bureau workers in

Georgia. In January,
homeowners in middle

door, posing as Census Burea

workers, and requesting social
security numbers.

Census workers may
contact you by telephone, by
mail or in person at home.
They wil not contact you by €
mail. Do not click on a link or
open any attachments in an
email that is supposedly from
the U.S. Census Bureau. If you
do receive and enail or find a
website that you suspect is
falsely representing the Census
Bureau, forward te email or
website URL to the Census
Bureau at
ITSO.Fraud.Reporting@census.
gov.

If anyone posing as a census
worker asks you for any
personal information, is
aggressive, or tries to

have the right to refuse to give
information. If you feel
uncomfortable in any way, end
the conversation immediately
and call law enforcement. Then
report the matter to the Census
Bureau Call Center at-800-
923-8282.

Liturgical Calendar: Palm Sunday to Easter

Palm Sunday is also known as Passion Sunday, meaning sorrows. Originally in the Catholic Church the fifth Sunday of
Lent was Passion Sunday. In 1970 Passion Sunday was changed to the sixth Sunday of Lent, the same as Palm Sunday,
and caused considerable confusion. The entire week before Easter was re-designated and Holy Week became the Week of
Passion. Beginning Holy Week on Palm Sunday palm fronds are blessed outside the church building and a procession enters,
singing, re-enacting the entry into Jerusalem. These palms are saved in many churches to be burned later as the source of ashes used in

During Holy Week, the last week of Lent, we are filled with sorrow with each day having significance.

Holy Monday commemorates Jesus’ cleansing of the temple, when he assaulted money changers and overturned their tables; Matthew

21:12-13, Mark 11:12, Luke 19:45.

Holy Tuesday recalls Jesus’ description to his disciples on the Mount of Olives of the destruction of Jerusalem. Signs of the End of the

Age; Matthew 24;Mark 13; Luke 21.

Holy Wednesday once called Spy Wednesday, recalls Judas’ decision to betray Jesus in exchange for 30 pieces of silver. Matthew

26:14; Luke 22:16.

Maundy Thursday commemorates the last Passover Feast of Jesus known as the Last Supper. Matthew 26: 1730, Mark 14: 1220,
Luke 22: 1738, John: 13: 117 “Maundy” is derived from the Latin “mandatum” a commandment of God. In addition to the
commandment “Do this in remembrance of me” there are two others within this time period; John 13:37 where Jesus washes the feet of
the disciples and commands them to do the same. And in John 13:3435a new commandment of Love is given.

Good Friday recalls Jesus’ death on the cross with the crucifixion representing the giving up of the individual personality and learning

to live daily by the spiritual laws.
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Holy Saturday or Easter Eve is the final day of Holy Week and of Lent. It is the dark night of the soul, a time of soul searching, of
accepting and assimilating all we have learned since Ash Wednesday.

Easter Sunday, the day of Resurrection, falls on the first Sunday after the first full moon after March 20th the nominal date of the
Spring Equinox and can fall on any date from March 22nd to April 25th a year-to-year sequence that is so complicated it takes 5.7
million years to repeat. Early Christians observed Pascha, Christian Passover, in the Spring of the year. Adapted from Jewish Passover,
Pascha was a festival of redemption and commemorated both the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus as the vehicle for God’s grace.
While historical records are not clear, it is likely that early Jewish Christians observed both Passover (Pesach) and Pascha. However,
many Gentile converts were hesitant to adopt the Jewish festival, especially since the Jerusalem Council had decided that Gentile
converts to Christianity did not have to observe Jewish religious practices, Acts 15. By the fourth century Easter moved into a
distinctively Christian celebration of the Resurrection, with Good Friday commemorating Jesus’ crucifixion and death. In the early
church, converts were baptized into church membership on this day after a lengthy period of instruction. This tradition continues today
in some churches.

The name “Easter” possibly originated with the name of an ancient Goddess Eostre. She was the Great Mother Goddess of the Saxon
people in Northern Europe. Her name was derived from the ancient word for spring, “eastre.” Similar Goddesses were known by other
names in ancient cultures around the Mediterranean and were celebrated in the springtime, notably the German Ostara who was believed
to have had hare’s ears or a hare’s head. From this association comes the Ostern Hare or the Easter Bunny. A possible alternative
explanation is the name given by the Frankish church to Jesus’ resurrection festival. It included the Latin word “alba” which means
“white” and also has a second meaning “sunrise.” When the name of the festival was translated into German, the “sunrise” meaning was
selected in error. This became “ostern” in German and has been proposed as the origin of the word “Easter”.
