Sanctuary and the area behind
the organ along with other
items were given the go ahead
by the Church Council in
August. At the time of writing
the work on the old Sunday
School is almost complete
including installation of an air
conditioning system. The work
related to the side rooms
should be well under way this
month. The Trustees also hope
to complete a number of
smaller but important repairs
before winter including the WB
Smith building portico and
another attempt to squirrel
proof the attics.

None of this would have been
possible without generous gifts
given recently and in the past.

In the last report
we mentioned the longer-term
maintenance plan. The
following items are some major
needs. They are in priority
order with rough cost and
possible timing.

In 2010 at the
parsonage replace the roof and
repair and repaint the box-work
for about $12,000. Also paint
the inside of the Sanctuary
windows and the furnace room
for $3,500.

In 2011 paint the outside of the
Sanctuary and the old Sunday
School for about $9,500

In 2012 paint the outside of the
WB Smith building for about
$9,000.

A plan is only a
starting place. Actual work will
no doubt depend on changing
priorities and availability of
funds.
