Hosts Pipe Organ
Rededication Concert

On Sunday April 15 Tennille
United Methodist  Church
celebrated the restoration of the
church pipe organ with a special
ceremony and an organ concert.
The six-rank unified pipe organ,
which was built originally by
the Tellers Organ Company of
Erie, Pennsylvania, was given
to the church in 1964 by the
W.B. Smith family in loving
memory of William Holder
Smith. The church decided in
2006 to secure the funds to
refurbish the organ in memory
of Charles Vestus Smith, who
served faithfully for many years
as the church organist and in
memory of Dr. Charles Vestus
Ouzts who was a faithful
benefactor of the Tennille
church.

The A.E. Schlueter Organ
Company of Lithonia, Georgia
was selected to restore and
refurbish the organ. The work
involved instaling new solid

state logic in the console to
replace the obsolete switches
and relay parts. The grill cloth
was replaced with new material;
and all leather and valves were
replaced. The console received
new stop units and combination
action. The peda board was
rebuilt and new felt was
installed. All wood pipes were
replaced with new leather and
felt on the stoppers. All metal
pipes were cleaned and checked
for proper tone projection. The
church also did repairs to the
organ chamber while the organ
was being rebuilt at the factory.
The newly rebuilt and
refurbished organ was returned
to the arched organ loft in the
east wall of the chancel above
the dtar, and was enjoyed by
the congregation at the morning
worship service on October 22,
2006.

The dedicatory service was
attended by a record number of
members and  community
friends. In addition to Tennille
UMC pastor, Rev. Peter
Barlow, a number of guest
ministers were present to
participate in the rededication
ceremony. Former pastors at
TUMC, Rev. Dr. Hamby
Barton, Rev. Don Youmans,
and Rev. John Irwin took part in
the program of rededication.
Other ministers who
participated in the ceremony
were UMC Dublin District
Superintendent Rev. Richard
Varnell and resident ministers,

Noted organist, Dr. Robin
Hendley, was the guest organist
for this occasion and provided a
variety of musica selections
during the ceremony. Dr.
Hendley is active in the Atlanta
area as an organ recitalist,
accompanist, teacher, and
advocate for young musicians.
A North Carolina native, Robin
earned the Doctor of Musica
Arts degree from the University
of Georgia, the Master of Music
degree from Converse College
in South Carolina; and the
Bachelor of Music degree from
Salem College in North
Carolina. During her graduate
studies Dr. Hensley served as a
teaching assistant and
accompanist at the University of
Georgia, and she later taught
music classes and served as a
staff accompanist in the music
departments of Clayton State
College and University and
Agnes Scott College. Dr.
Hengdley has performed
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throughout North and South
Carolina and Georgia as an
organ recitalist and
accompanist, and as a church
organist, sharing a wide variety
of music with audiences and
congregations of al ages.
Currently, Dr. Hensley shares
her talents at Peachtree Road
United Methodist Church in
Atlanta

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Pastor Pete’s Ponderings

As | pondered as to what to ponder this month | pondered the idea of sharing some more on my
health and fitness. Well there's not much to report. My blood pressure, cholesterol and weight al continue to
stay down while my attitude and morale continues to go up. Praise the Lord! | was reminded however that to
continue to improve my health and fitness | need to be intentional about it. And | need to improve my health
and fitness not solely for better health but also because my body is the dwelling place of Almighty God in the
person of the Holy Spirit. “Y ou realize, don®you, that you are the temple of God, and God himself is present in
you?’ (1 Corinthians 3:16) “Or didn®you realize that your body is a sacred place, the place of the Holy Spirit?
Don®you see that you can®live however you please; squandering what God paid such a high price for? “(1
Corinthians 6:19) That ought to be motivation enough to take care of my body.

This led me to do a search on the internet for articles on health news. And amongst the return of
630 billion web sites | stumbled onto this one: National Employee Health and Wellness Day or Shape-Up Day
isMay 16 and is designed to encourage everyone to incorporate physical activity into his or her day. People are
being challenged to spend at least 20 minutes participating in some form of exercise. This seems to be new
news to us here in the 21% Century. John Wesley however has written about the importance of exercise 250
years ago. Below is an article in the quarterly news letter from the General Board of Pension and Health
Benefits.

John Wesley on Good Health

John Wesley, the founder of Methodism, had a wide variety of interests, and he wrote on many
different subjects. Wesley realized that medical help in England was available only to wealthy individuals. He
wrote the book Primitive Physick, or An Easy and Natural Method of Curing Most Diseases to provide practical
medical advice to those who could not afford private health care. The following quotes are from the preface to
Primitive Physick:

“The great rule of eating and drinking is suit the quality and quantity of food to the strength of the
digestion; to take always such a sort and such a measure of food as sits light on the stomach.”

“Water is the wholesomest of all drinks; it quickens the appetite and strengthens the digestion most.”

“A due degree of exerciseisindispensably necessary to health and long life.”

“Exercise. . . should never be continued to weariness.”

“Walking is the best exercise for those who are able to bear it. . . . The open air, when the weather is
fair, contributes much to the benefit of exercise.”

“Everyone that would preserve health should be as clean . . . as; possible in their houses, clothes and
furniture.”

“The passions’ have a greater influence upon health than most people are aware of. . . . All violent and
sudden passions . . . actualy throw people into acute diseases. . . . The slow and lasting passions, such
as grief and hopeless love, bring on chronical® diseases.”

Primitive Physick was published anonymously in 1747. Wesley waited until 1760 to have it
published under his name. Although medical science has made giant leaps over the years, much of Wesley's
advice on healthy living still rings true today, more than 250 years after the publication of Primitive Physick.

Let’s not wait till May 16, let’s begin right away to include exercise and healthy diets in our
daily lives to better take care of these temples that were purchased with such a great price by our Lord and
Savior.

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Today | would like to share with you praise to our Lord for His mercy endures forever. | seeit daily in my life.
One way | have seen the mercy of God most recent is that He has allowed me to bring to the communities of
Washington County and beyond, the Gospel of Jesus Christ through radio. During the Lent season | asked the
Genera Manager (GM) of WJFL if | could do devotion on air during our morning show and he agreed. The
devotional was a book Pete suggested TUMC read daily during Lent. A few days after it ended, someone asked
if they could sponsor our devotion time and song of reflection and of course our GM said yes. Now we have
devotion daily at 9:20 every morning Monday — Friday.

Let me share with you the devotion for 4/23/07, but first let me tell you a little bit about my journey to that
devotion. | was told about the sponsorship sometime the week prior to this devotion. | asked Pete if he had any
devotions | could use and he gave me the Upper Room.

| took it to work with me Thursday and went straight to the 4/23/07 devotional. | revised it a little for the
Virginia Tech shootings.

Then Friday alistener came in to get her winnings from our giveaway and remarked how she and the people she
works with enjoyed listening — especially during our devotion time. She said, ‘we really need it these days, with
all that is going on...like the shooting at Virginia Tech’. So | thumbed through the Upper Room and found the
devotion for that date (4/20)...it was on ‘peace’. | went ahead and did devotion time, just reading from the
book as usual.

Saturday, | read an article from Guide Post about a meteorologist and wrote this devotion for Monday instead:

Listen today to the words of our Father through this true story. Remembering His eyes are on the
gparrow and oh, how much more is His love for us. We all have our storms we go through, and we need to be
reminded that God is with us even when we don't realize it.

Tom, a meteorologist in Colorado, sent out severe thunderstorm warnings for Bent County. Still
feeling helpless he asked our Father to help him save the people; He then began telephoning residents in the
path of the tornado, in case they didn’t hear the warnings. Most were out of their houses, but he did reach the
Crandall home. They were watching a video and hadn’t heard the warnings. Tom told them to take cover in a
closet in the interior of their home. The phone died while he was talking to Mr. Crandall. After the storm
dissipated, Tom called the police to check on them. Even though their house had been lifted by the tornado and
destroyed, by the grace of God they were all safe.

Have peace today knowing He is watching and loving you. We do serve a mighty God!
Sunday, we did alitany in response to the shooting and | added this for the newsl etter:

Through faith in Jesus Christ we know of our Father’slove for us. But then catastrophes like the
one at Virginia Tech strike and we wonder where God is and why He didn’t do something. Let me share with
you now a portion of the Litany in response to that violent act:

Jesus said, “ Feed my lambs.” Yet today we grieve for precious lambs not fed, but saughtered.

For those sons and daughters, students and classmates, colleagues and friends whose lives we cherish, whose
loss we mourn, we pray, Lord, have mercy.
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Jesus said, “ Tend my sheep.” Yet today your flock is scattered by fear at Virginia Tech and
throughout the world where guns and bombs kill and maim. For those paralyzed by fear in Blacksburg and
Baghdad, Kabul and Karachi, Gaza and the Golan Heights, we pray. Christ, have mercy.

Now for a thought that haunts my spirit, | ask you to think and pray about: Had we fed the killers
the Word of God in LOVE and MERCY...would they have killed? We pray mercy for the ones that died, but
could we not as ambassadors for Christ saved them...if we had taken heed to the warning signs of distress
before they got out of hand and covered that poor soul in prayer and love. | do realize these people have wills
but weren’'t they hungry for the love of Christ and did we feed them...and had they been satisfied in this area...
couldn’t that have dissipated the storms in their lives. Let us not be the last straw that breaks the camels back,
but allow us to show the love that saved us all from such horrific storms...weren’'t we all potential victims of
such storms? Let Christ risein you today and love the unlovable.. .that He might save their soul.

May the Love of God overflow through my life and all |1 do bring Glory and Honor to Jesus
Christ our Lord!

Of course | couldn’t stop there, so hereiswhat really went on air. A condensed version of all 3:

In John 14:1 Jesus said, “ Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in
Me.” Our faith is for all days, sharing our faith in everyday life may not be easy, but God said if you lack
wisdom to ask of Him. When we listen, He will lead us to the right place at the right time to witness our faith.
During recent years we have experienced several world catastrophes. We pray for the ones we love or the
innocent. Jesus also said, “ Love your enemies’ . | believe if we are willing, the Holy Spirit will lead us in what
to say, or do, that would allow us not to be the straw that breaks the camels back but an instrument of His love
as in the movie — “ End of the Spear” . Take heed to the warning signs of distress in others lives and ask God
how you can help turn their fear into faith in our Lord. God sent othersin our lives to show us His love; do we
not in return need to reach out to the ones He putsin our path to love. Let Christ rise in you today and love the
unlovable...that He might save their soul, and possibly the lives of others through that salvation.
