Organ Update

As most of you are aware, our church organ is undergoing restoration by the A.E. Schlueter Pipe Organ
Company of Lithonia, GA. There were many parts which needed to be made and supplies which needed to be
ordered before it was necessary to have the organ removed from the church. On June 29, the organ was
removed from the church and taken to the plant facilities in Lithonia for the remainder of the restoration.

We were invited by Mr. Weaver, who has kept our organ in tune for many years, to visit the facility in Lithonia
to see how work was progressing. Dr. Dwight Irons, Rhonie Rogers and Leona Rogers visited the facility on
July 26. We were very impressed with what we saw and with the tender loving care with which our organ is
being treated. Each organ on the premises is accorded the same treatment and upon completion, each will be
the best instrument it can possibly be, in the church where it isinstalled.

The current projects for 2006-2007 include building 5 new organs; rebuilding 7 organs; restoring 2 organs and
relocating 1 organ to adifferent church.

While much of the work is done by hand, which is quite time-consuming, they also have some of the most up-
to-date computerized equipment which speeds up many phases of the process. They have one machine which
looked to me like a combination router-saw-drill which would allow a4 foot by 8 foot size piece of wood to be
cut in patterns which had been programmed into a computer. These patterns could be anything from a pattern
of screw holes to be drilled; slots to be cut; or even fancy scrolls to be cut for trim surrounding an organ
enclosure. For the new organs which they build, the fancy moldings and trim on the cabinetry can be done on
this machine with a precision not possible otherwise.

The computer software allows for more precision as well as more flexibility in the design of the organ and takes
into consideration all details of the church building where it will be installed. A piano has a sound board built
in which resonates the sound made when striking the keys. An organ has no sound board; it relies on the
structure of the building—the floors, walls, cellings, pews, etc. to be the sound board. This information about
Size, texture, etc is entered into the computer program and it calculates the size and capabilities of the organ to
meet the needs of the building.

Rhonie and | were both impressed with the contents of the lumber rack which contained numerous kinds of
wood—oak, birch, walnut, cherry, mahogany, as well as many exotic woods. | was surprised at how many
different kinds of wood were being used in the same organ. Each had the qualities needed for a specific task.
Even ‘plain’ plywood was used; but it was anything but ‘plain’. It definitely wasn't what you would find at
Home Depot. Thiswas ¥inch thick with about 9 plies glued together with a special kind of glue. (Most that we
buy hasonly 5 or 7 plies and the glue doesn’'t aways stay together.)

Dwight had the privilege of playing on one of the organs in the showroom. It had 4 keyboards and lots of
‘buttons and whistles' . After we left, he told us he could have stayed there all day playing that organ.

If you talk with Dwight or Rhonie, they will probably tell you something different which | haven't included. It
was a great day. Mr. Weaver and everyone at Schlueter made us feel so welcome; I'd like to go back again
some time. The visit has really made me appreciate the organ we have and what goes into it to make it sound
‘Jjust right’ when Margaret, Beryl or Dwight sit at the organ to play.
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Birthday Tributeto Harry Claxton Gilbert, Jr.

We are here to celebrate the life of Harry Claxton Gilbert, Jr. Harry was born on July 3, 1916, to Harry Claxton
Gilbert, Sr. and Sally Mae Vickers Gilbert, at his grandfather’s, Dr. L. R. Vickers home which was known then
as Vickers Community and known today as Bethany Community. Harry grew up with the influence of two
sisters, Helen and Ruth.

Harry’s family has alot of Tennille history. The Gilbert’'s, Kelly’'s, Vickers and Mertz’'s had alot of influence
with the history and making of our town. Harry’s grandfather, R.H. Gilbert, and Will Kelly were cotton buyers,
and Mr. Gilbert was elected to represent our county in Atlanta as a representative. Harry is the last blood line
surviving Gilbert.

Harry was raised on Holmes Cannery Road. He went to Tennille Baptist Church and joined the church when he
was 10 years old. He went to Tennille School. When they started to build the new school, Harry and his
classmates had classes in the W. T. Office Building until the new school was built. Then he went to the seventh
grade in the new building, and on to high school in the four room high school where he graduated in 1932.
Harry isthe last surviving classmate of his class.

While Harry was in school he worked at Mr. Splicer’s store. He started working there standing on a box so that
he could reach the candy and other things for the customers. When he graduated, he went to work for Roy
Little. After awhile he decided to move to his uncle’sin Jacksonville. There, he went to work for Standard Oil
Company of Kentucky. He worked there for awhile, then the war started and Harry joined the U.S. Navy in
April of 1943. First, he went to the European Theater in the Mediterranean and served three tours there as a
mine sweeper. Hisdivision was the first to go in and sweep so that the foot soldiers could land. He came back
to the U.S. and then went to the Pacific Theater at Pearl Harbor and was assigned to a destroyer, where he
served for nine months until the war was over.

After the war, he came back to Jacksonville and went back to work for Standard Oil of Kentucky that had by
then changed their name to Standard Qil of Californiaand is known today as Chevron.

Harry met his bride, Kathleen Smith, in Jacksonville and they married on May 15, 1954. That was when Harry
changed from a Baptist to a Methodist. They were members of the First Methodist Church in Jacksonville until
they moved back here in December of 1975 and joined our church.

Harry and Kathleen have two daughters, Kathy and Harriett. Kathy is married to Henry Gaskin and they livein
Jacksonville. Harriett married Hal Jones and they live in Tennille. The have two grandchildren, Deborah Lee,
attending the University of Georgia s Pharmacist School; and Claxton, attending Swainsboro Tech and studying
Air Conditioning.

Harry has a wonderful hobby of collecting trains. He was raised in the era when Tennille was a train town, so
he grew to lovetrains at a very young age. He still has hisfirst train that he got when he was six years old. He
now has a great number of trains and it is a wonderful treat to go to Harry’s two buildings and watch the trains
run through towns and country sides.

| want to close with saying that | really was honored to be asked to do this for Harry today. | realy enjoyed my
visit with Harry and Kathleen and talking to them. | want each of you to know that you need to go and talk to
Harry because he knows so much history about our town and if you don’t talk to him about this, you are going
to miss out on so much.

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Birthday Tribute to Anne Brooks Bazemore

Anne Brooks Bazemore was born on August the 18" in 1916, the same year that Woodrow Wilson was
reelected President of the United States and just prior to the declaration of war against Germany that signaled U.
S. entry into World War I. She was born to Frank and Frank Brooks—yes that’s correct, her mother’s name
was aso Frank—and her brother likewise was named Frank. See, from an early age—Anne was unique—she
was the only onein her family not named Frank.

The words “Hard working and self-reliant” could describe the majority of Americansin 1916. And these words
would characterize the family and childhood of Anne Bazemore. -1 remember Miss Anne's father Frank
Brooks very fondly -- as do many of you -- because we had the opportunity to get to know him when he came
here to live in Tennille with Miss Anne and her family in the 1950's. Mr. Brooks worked in the naval
shipyards—thus the Brooks family lived in a number of coastal cities—such as Savannah, Jacksonville, and
Cora Gables Florida. Anne was born while her family was living in Savannah That seems very appropriate
somehow—don’t you think---that this classic, elegant, sophisticated lady would be born in that classic, elegant
and sophisticated city of the South—Savannah.

When Anne was 4 years old the 19" Amendment was ratified giving women the right to vote—they must have
known Miss Anne would insist on having her say—but always in the appropriate manner!!

By the time Miss Anne entered elementary school World War | was over and the modern “twenties’ reigned.
Telephones, automobiles, radio, and movies were introduced during her childhood. When Miss Anne was an
impressionable girl of twelve, Amelia Earhart flew across the Atlantic Ocean—I'm sure this made an
impression on Miss Anne asit did on many adventuresome young girls of that time.

When Anne was 13 years old the Stock Market crashed and during her teen years the Great Depression brought
something most Americans had never known —poverty, panic, fear and deprivation.

It has been said that the Depression years changed forever this American generation and they have come to
define what it means to survive hard times. Perhaps the strength and fortitude of Anne Brooks Bazemore was
forged in these early days of the thirties. Surely they impacted the tenacity of spirit we al so admire in Miss
Anne. During these tough economic years the Brooks family moved to Macon where Anne spent her teen years.
She graduated from Miller High School and attended Wesleyan College. At that time our renowned M ethodist
College was the true finishing school for sophisticated young women. Can’'t you visualize our Miss Anne as a
Wesleyanne!!

As a young woman of twenty-one, Anne married Gordon Bazemore of Macon in 1937. Mr. Gordon is lovingly
known as Mr. Nub to all of us.

We are so glad Nub’s sister Dot and her family from Macon are here today to share this day with Anne—for
Dot became the sister Anne never had. In 1938 Mr. Nub and Miss Anne were blessed with the birth of their
lovely daughter and my dear friend-- “Little Anne”. Mr. Nub’s work with Georgia Power made it imperative
that they move often in the first decade of their early married years. They lived in Macon, Brunswick, and
Griffin before moving to Tennille. While in Brunswick Anne worked as a journalist and wrote the Social Page
for the Brunswick News.

The forties saw the Bazemores surviving the war years of World War 1l. Events of the forties NOT related to
the war are seldom reflected in the stories retold from one generation to another—but a few non-war
remembrances have survived—Iike the jitterbug, for example. Somehow, when | think of the Bazemores in the
forties | can just see Mr. Nub and Miss Anne jitterbugging to “Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy of Company B.”
And | happen to know that just last week she was still “cutting a rug” on the dance floor at the beach with her
children and grandchildren.
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The Bazemore family moved to Tennille in 1950—How wonderful for al of us that over the years Tennille
would be the beneficiary of the multiple gifts of this dear lady and her delightful family. After moving to
Tennille, Anne worked for a time as secretary and office manager for Mr. Tom Simmons at the Simmons Mill.
Anne has held a number of office jobs for many different professionas—aways maintaining the southern
charm and grace of atrue Savannah girl. While working, she at the same time gave generously of her time and
talents to serve as a Girl Scout leader and she organized one of the first Girl Scout troops in Tennille—it was
my good fortune to be one of those early Girl Scouts and | can attest to what a blessing it was to have Miss
Anne as my Scout Leader.

Thefifties were atime of prosperity and perhaps we didn’t realize just how fortunate we wereto livein Tennille
and be surrounded by wonderfully strong female role models like Miss Anne. It was my great good fortune to
be in the Bazemore home frequently during the fifties -- as her daughter --Little Anne -- was then and remains
my very dear friend. Little Anne and | were partners in much “teenage drama’ during those years and Miss
Anne patiently endured our silliness, our giggling spend-the-night parties, and our “puppy-love” devastation.
Through it al Miss Anne counseled us with great advice to the foolish and the lovelorn!! Miss Anne, | treasure
those times!

While Little Anne and | were graduating from Tennille High School in the fifties, Eisenhower had been
reclected president and small town America was enjoying social conformity. But things were changing
throughout the nation. We were moving out of the happy days into the social turbulence of the 1960’s. While
the sixties was a decade of change—Anne Bazemore did not change—she maintained her loyalty to home and
family and to Tennille—the town she had claimed as her own. Miss Anne has been a long time member and
past president of all the civic and social clubs of Tennille—The Tennille Fine Arts Club, the Tennille Woman's
Club, The DAR; and she was one of the founders of the Tennille Garden Club. We should probably include the
Tennille Rotary Club in this list—because before it was fashionable to have female members of Rotary, Miss
Anne supported al the Rotary work in which Mr. Nub was involved. Some of you will remember that when
Tom Simmons was the District Governor of Rotary, Miss Anne served very ably as Secretary to the Rotary
District Governor.

Throughout the seventies and eighties Anne Bazemore maintained her quiet lifestyle in her lovely country
home, and she continued her faithfulness to her community, her family and her friends. The decade of the
eighties became the information age—again a different era—But none of this changed Anne Bazemore.
Despite some health problems, she remained stalwart in her interest and support of all things good for Tennille.

In the nineties Mr. Nub’s health failed and Miss Anne tended to his every need. In her elegant and quiet manner
she remained ever faithful and loving throughout those trying years of sickness. How blessed Mr. Nub was to
have her by his side during these years. Often when | see that diamond ring commercial with the older couple
walking slowly, but lovingly, hand in hand, | think about Miss Anne and Mr. Nub.

In March of 2004 Mr. Nub died and Miss Anne lost her best friend. Only her steadfast faith in the Lord and the
love of her family saw her through these troubled times. We are so pleased to welcome Miss Anne's
grandchildren and great grandchildren here today—she is so proud of all of you and | know that all of you know
best what atreasure sheis!! | believe Mr. Nub is here in spirit today and he isjustly proud of his dear Anne.

It was our great good fortune here at Tennille Methodist Church that Miss Anne joined our church. She serves
this church faithfully in the mission work of the United Methodist Women's circle. But most importantly, she
continues to support this church with her presence at worship services. We love to see her smiling face in her
pew on Sunday mornings. Some of you may not know this, but Miss Anne at 90 years old volunteers every
month to cook food for our Bread of Life ministry which feeds needy families in our community. Sheis a
wonderful cook and delights in sharing her skills. She calls me every month and asks “What can | do to help?’
She puts al of us “younger” folks to shame!! Sorry, but | couldn’t resist—I don’t get to call myself “young”
that often! But seriously, Anne Bazemore' s commitment to this church ministry istruly remarkable.
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So here we are in the new millennium— an era punctuated by headlines which describe a world that would have
seemed incomprehensible when Miss Anne was born in 1916. But while much change continues around us—
Anne Bazemore remains constant!! Through all these decades, she has remained steadfast! She is the same
elegant, kind hearted, genteel lady she has always been. And she is constant in her commitment to her church
and her family. She has maintained active involvement with her friends in the Tuesday morning Bridge Club—
She has quite a sharp mind and she is a formidable player—everyone wants to be her partner! What a lesson in
living she offers all of us.

Anne Bazemore has seen many things come and go in the nine decades of her life. It could be said that she has
run the race, she has finished the course. Indeed -- she has kept the faith. And she would be the first to remind
us that her life has truly been blessed—she was blessed with wonderful parents, with the love and devotion of a
fine husband, with the birth of her precious daughter, her grandchildren and her great grandchildren. She is
blessed with the love of her extended family and her many friends. But most of all Anne Bazemore would tell
you the love of the Lord has blessed her life. And the way she haslived her life is atestament to that faith.

Miss Anne, we honor you today. We honor you for your life of faithfulness to your family and friends.
We honor you for your many years of service to our community in Tennille, and your loyalty to this
church. We honor you for your steadfast commitment to not only doing things right -- but doing the
right things!

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Recently, in my studies and readings, God has been training me to walk in faith and not in doubt or unbelief. |
have learned faith is a gift of God, while doubt is not our lack of faith — but a choice we make to listen to the
enemy. The enemy throws darts of doubt our way that is contradictory to the Word of God, whether on a
personal note or scripture. The enemy tries to stop us in many ways from walking in faith with our Lord.

1. Wandering minds —alack of concentration

Though this could be a deficiency of vitamins or sleep — it can also be the enemy trying to keep you
from hearing the voice of the Lord. For instance you're in a crowded & loud room and | come to tell you
something personal...you can’t hear me because of the noise. Well, when we allow our minds to wander
aimlesdly it islike being in a crowded room when God speaks to us.

2. Wondering minds — reasoning or questioning - doubt

Thisis when God speaks to us and we hear Him, but we question if it was really Him. When we do this
we get confused and have a hard time doing what it is we were told to do. Like Peter when Jesus let him
walk on water...he was walking in faith, but he allowed himself to think more of the storm than what God
was allowing him to do.

3. Unbdlief - disobedience

Thisis when we have heard and chose to doubt and walk away from what God has called us to do. The
Israelites in the dessert roamed around for 40 years with wandering & wondering minds and it led to total
disobedience of the Word of God when they made gods out of gold. As a result they did not get to the
promise land.

James tells us that a double minded person is unstable in al his ways and will not receive from the Lord.
So let me encourage you, when you find yourself unable to concentrate or in confusion, go to the Word of
God or just get quiet before Him to find rest. There listen to Him speak to you in your spirit, and then be
obedient to what He is saying.

4. Judgmental, Critical & Suspicious Mind

God is the only one who has the right to judge. Our job is to speak blessings on and encourage one
another in love....including ourselves.

5. Passive Mind
Thisis an inactive mind. Ephesians 4:27 tells not to give place to the devil, but that is exactly what we
do with a passive mind. He fills our passive minds with all the above, pressing us down to a place of

inactivity for the Lord.

Next month we will see how we can actively walk in ‘the Mind of Christ” which is given us at our spiritua
birth.

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As | pondered as to what to ponder for Augusts ponderings | labored for something to ponder. When drawing a
blank or experiencing “pondering block” sometimes | look at the calendar—there may be some particular event
that will generate some ponderings. Every month except March, April and August have a holiday. Although
March and April have no holidays, there is plenty on the church calendar that are of interest, like Lent, Holy
Week, Easter and Pentecost. But when | looked at August, there is nothing.

| thought to myself, what does one ponder in August? | got to thinking about maybe that’s why we call
August the “dog days of summer.” However, | was then reminded they are called the “ dog days of summer” not
because they are hot and stagnant with nothing going on, but they are named after the Dog Star, Sirius. But after
looking on the internet | found awealth of stuff to ponder that has happened in the month of August.

For example, many famous people died in August: Marilyn Monroe, Babe Ruth, Elvis Presley, Charles
Lindbergh, Princes Diana, and Queen Cleopatra to mention a few. Some famous people were born in August:
Alfred Hitchcock and Fidel Castro. Many historic events: Columbus sails the ocean blue, 19" Amendment is
ratified, Hawaii joins the union, Panama Cana is opened, the International Red Cross is founded, Jack the
Ripper clams his first victim, the submarine USS Nautilus sails under the north pole (possibly my favorite),
Martin Luther King's “1 Have a Dream” speech is given, the Council of Nicaea is concluded, and let us not
forget hurricane Katrina came ashore in August. There were also many wartime events | could have listed, but
chose only to mention the following:

In 1782 at his headquarters in Newburgh, New Y ork, General George Washington, the commander in
chief of the Continental Army, creates the "Badge for Military Merit," adecoration consisting of a purple, heart-
shaped piece of silk, edged with a narrow binding of silver, with the word Merit stitched across the face in
silver. The badge was to be presented to soldiers for "any singularly meritorious action” and permitted its
wearer to pass guards and sentinels without chalenge. The honoree® name and regiment were also to be
inscribed in a"Book of Merit."

Washington® "Purple Heart" was awarded to only three known soldiers during the Revolutionary War:
Elijah Churchill, William Brown, and Daniel Bissell, Jr. The "Book of Merit" was lost, and the decoration was
largely forgotten until 1927, when General Charles P. Summerall, the U.S. Army chief of staff, sent an
unsuccessful draft bill to Congress to "revive the Badge of Military Merit." In 1931, Summerall® successor,
General Douglas MacArthur, took up the cause, hoping to reinstate the medal in time for the bicentennial of
George Washington® birth. On February 22, 1932, Washington® 200th birthday, the U.S. War Department

announced the creation of the "Order of the Purple Heart."
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In addition to aspects of Washington® origina design, the new Purple Heart also displays a bust of

Washington and his coat of arms. The Order of the Purple Heart, the oldest American military decoration for
military merit, is awarded to members of the U.S. armed forces who have been killed or wounded in action
against an enemy. It is also awarded to soldiers who have suffered maltreatment as prisoners of war.

The original recipients of the Badge of Merit had free access into places that were guarded. Because of
one single meritorious action they had access to places where others were not alowed, and if they were allowed
they had to show proof of eligibility and the need to be there. These recipient’s names were placed in the Book
of Merit as arecord of this place of honor.

This is not unlike the Badge of Merit one receives when he or she becomes a Christian. Although this
Badge of Merit is not based on one’'s own meritorious action but is based on the merit of Christ. When one
trusts on the single meritorious act of Jesus Christ, which is His finished work of salvation on the cross; his or
her name is written in the “Lamb’s Book of Life.” The name is not recorded in a Book of Merit for something
we have done, but in the Book of Life based on grace and mercy obtained through faith in Christ’s merit. And
once our name isin the Book of Life, we have access to the throne of God, access without challenge. Isn’t that
good news? As the believer approaches our Great Commander and Chief, our Heavenly Father, no one says,
“Halt! Who goes there?” We are not challenged because we are now marked with the promised sea of Holy
Spirit, and with the Badge of Christ’s Merit, we enter without challenge.

The heart is agood emblem for this badge, as all this happens in the heart of the believer. Remember the
words of the great hymn: Glory to His Name: “Down at the cross where my Savior died, Down where for
cleansing from sin | cried, There to my heart was the blood applied.” Glory to His name! Glory to His name,
Glory to His name! There to my heart was the blood applied; Glory to His name.”

There’' s more good news, unlike the Book of Merit which was lost, we can be assured that our Heavenly
Father will not loose the Book of Life in which our names are recorded. Therefore if you find yourself
pondering as to what to ponder in August, let me challenge you to read Romans 5:1-11 and ponder on the

access we have to God the Creator through the one single meritorious act of Jesus Christ.
