Pastor Peteôs Ponderings 
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November 1 is “All Saints Day.” Just what is All Saints Day? All Saints Day is the Church's Memorial Day, a 

time to remember those who have died in the faith of Christ. It is traditionally celebrated on November 1, but 

may be observed on the first Sunday in November. We will celebrate All Saints Day on Sunday, November 4. 

It‟s a great day to remember and to name those of our congregation who have finished their race. During this 

service we will name, light a candle for, and ring a bell for:  Robert Sellers, Grace Dorothy Irons, Johnny St. 

Blanc, Sarah Fowler Brantley, Guy Merton Johnson, Verne Borders, Jack Carrow, Mrs. Sammie Lou Prince 

May, Richard Binion Allen, and Rev. Lawrence A. Lemon. It is also a great time to remember all the people who 

have had an influence in our Christian journey and you will have an opportunity to name these individuals 

during the service. Therefore, let me challenge you to think of what I like to call my “Faith Hall of Fame” and 

be ready to name these persons on All Saints Sunday. The service will also include Holy Communion. Some 

have said that the All Saints Sunday was John Wesley‟s favorite Christian service of the year. That‟s pretty 

incredible to me. Let me remind us of one of the things in The Great Thanksgiving in which we sing every time 

we share Holy Communion: "And so with your people on earth and all the company of heaven, we praise 

your name and join their unending hymn." Who is this company of heaven that we join in praising and 

singing? I believe it is all who are in heaven. Now isn‟t that a real deep theological statement? Everybody that is 

heaven! Well whose there? There must be some angels there, right? Isaiah 6:2 mentions some seraphs. So there 

are certainly some majestic beings in heaven, singing: ñHoly, holy, holy is the Lord Almighty, the whole earth 

is full of his glory.ò (Isaiah 6:3) Well who else is there? Paul has said that to be absent from the body is to be 

present with the Lord. (2 Corinthians 5:8) Many funerals begin with these words: ñJesus said, I am the 

resurrection and I am life. Those who believe in me, even though they die, yet shall they live, and whoever 

lives and believes in me shall never die.ò Those saints who have finished their race are in heaven, that‟s whose 

in heaven. I like to believe my dad, father-in-law, and brother-in-law are part of that heavenly company singing 

the unending hymn. Remember the word saint is used in the Scripture to refer to those who have trusted on 

Christ for their eternal future. All believers are saints. Even if we don‟t think they act like saints sometimes. All 

Saints Sunday is a great time to remember and confess that we will once again see our loved ones who died in 

the faith. As we look forward with great expectation to that great heavenly banquet to which God will bring all 

his saints to feast for ever in our heavenly home. So come on and join us, bring a friend to join God‟s people 

here on earth as we join all the company of heaven as we praise and sing the unending hymn: “Holy, holy, holy 

Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your glory.”
