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If you remember, I started a study in the book Battlefield of the Mind by Joyce Meyer. Well, this month I am 
going to talk about ‘The Mind of Christ.’ 
 

1 Corinthians 2:16 tells us as Christians we have the mind of Christ. This is done through the Holy Spirit. He 
leads us, comforts us, and teaches us all things. He also reminds us of all that we have previously been taught 
when it is needed.   
 

Why did God give us His Spirit – a new nature, a new heart, and mind – with the New Birth?  So we can walk 
in His statutes and heed His ordinances. Number one being love Him with all that we are and walking in it by 
loving each other. Who does that include? People who look like me, dress like me, act like me, think like me? 
No!! – The entire world is included in that. No matter the nationality, creed, gender, social status, or financial 
status. We must remember that. It is easy to love those that are like us…but Jesus said to love our enemy…and I 
believe that is including the people we are afraid of or irritated by or disgusted by. If we feel fear of, irritation of 
or disgusted by others, that is something we need to deal with within ourselves so that we can walk in the Spirit 
and not in the flesh. What is the result of walking in the flesh? Spiritual death. What is the result of walking in 
the Spirit? Abundant life. We have to choose which we want. 
 

The first thing we must do to walk in the Spirit is think positive. Jesus had a positive outlook and attitude. So if 
we are being negative we are listening to the enemy. The Bible says…think on these things…that are pure, 
lovely and praiseworthy. Amos 3:3 ‘Do we walk together except they make an appointment and have agreed.’ 
Walking with Jesus is agreeing with the Word of God.  
 

To overcome depression we can find eight steps in Psalms 143:3-10: 
 

1. Identify the source – as we have said all negativity comes from Satan and since negativity depresses 
then it is safe to say he is the source of depression. 

2. Recognize that it steals life, light, freedom and power 
3. Remember the good things – reflect on the works of the Lord. 
4. Praise the Lord 
5. Ask for His help – Psalms 143:7 
6. Listen to the Lord – Psalms 143:8 
7. Pray for deliverance – Psalms 143:9 
8. Seek God’s wisdom, knowledge and leadership – Psalms 143:10 

 

The second thing we need to do is be God Minded. Read Psalms 63:5-6; 77:12; 119:15; 17:15 to find out what 
you will need to be a regular part of your thought life to experience victory. Some more reading on this is John 
16:7; Matthew 28:20; Hebrews 13:5; 1 John 4:16. 

 

The third thing we need to do is be ‘God loves me’ minded in order to flow in the mind of Christ. We can do 
this by meditating on and confessing scriptures like 1 John 4:16; and Romans 8:35, 37.  Remember thoughts 
turn into actions. 

 

The fourth thing we need to do is have an exhortative mind. This includes finding encouraging things to say to 
and about others and ourselves. Have you heard…?’ If you haven’t got anything nice to say…don’t say 
anything at all.’ When we are negative we press ourselves and others down…or depress them. Again, our job is 
to encourage or lift one another up. This also includes urging to press on.  

 

Fifth we must be thankful. And sixth - If you are having a hard time coming up with the words…use the WORD 
of God….for prayer, meditation, thanksgiving. Be WORD minded!!

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 Does what you believe really matter? If the answer to that question is yes, then what is it that 
you believe? The why and what we believe effects how we make decisions and live our lives. We have many 
different belief systems: political, economical, and societal. We have different philosophies’, or beliefs on how 
children should be raised, how the law should work, how criminals should be treated, how our military should 
be deployed, how the city should be run, how the welfare system should be run, how patriot act should be 
interpreted, how FEMA ought to be run, and on and on and on. We all have our ideas, or beliefs how things 
should be done that in one way or another effect how we live our lives. We base our decisions on what we 
believe. 
 
 But what does it really mean to believe Christianity? George Rowley asked me a question one 
Sunday following a worship service in which we had read the Apostles’ Creed. Actually, it was more of a 
statement, “pastor, I would like to talk sometime about the ‘communion of saints.’ I’m not sure we fully 
understand what that means, yet we affirm it when we say the creed.” I thought it was a very thought provoking 
question. Not just about the communion of saints, but a larger question, just what is it that we recite just about 
every Sunday? What is the Apostles’ Creed? What is it that I am saying I believe in? What is the belief in, how 
real is it, and how consistently is it being applied? And just how do I apply my belief in the communion of 
saints in my life? 
  

 Believing something is true is one thing, applying that truth in our lives is quite another thing. 
Reciting the Apostles’ Creed is one thing, applying it’s truths in our loves is another thing. How does believing 
in God the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth affect my day to day living? How does believing in 
Jesus Christ his only Son our Lord affect my day to day decisions? Why is it important to confess that Jesus was 
conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary? Why is declaring that we believe Jesus was 
crucified, dead, buried and rose on the third day important? And what does it mean in our lives because we do 
believe? 

 
 The answer to these questions will help us cope with life. When we can answer these questions 
we’ll know the answer to this question: “How I can I stand under some of the overwhelming circumstances of 
life?” We can join the writer of 2 Corinthians 1:24, “It is by faith you stand firm.” And 2 Corinthians 5:7, “We 
live by faith, not by sight.” 
 
 I plan to start a series on the Apostles’ Creed on September 17. My prayer is that you will join 
me as we take a serious look at what it is that we say we believe. And then look at how these beliefs determine 
our decisions and actions in our day to day living. 
 
 I’ve studied the Apostles’ Creed before, but I have not preached a series on it before. I look 
forward to this journey and invite you to join me. I also invite you to invite a friend. I don’t know how effective 
a sermon series on the Apostles’ Creed will be as an invitational tool. The series might be promoted as an 
introduction to Christian faith: What does it really mean to believe Christianity?
